Everyone entering the Rabun County Courthouse must pass through a secure 
checkpoint and is subject to screening by the assigned court deputies.  When 
entering the courthouse, follow the instructions given by the assigned court 
deputies to include: 
 
- Remove all items from your pockets and place them in the provided trays. 

 
- All bags, purses, strollers, packages, and brief cases must be placed on 

the conveyor belt to be screened. 
 

- If the alarm sounds when walking through the metal detector, follow the 
directions of the court deputies. 

 
 
Georgia Law, O.C.G.A. 16-11-126 and 127, prohibits the introduction of 
any weapons designed for offense or defense into the courthouse.
